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What should be Your Approach to Your Offender?

We are communities of sinners trying to be saints and there are many pitfalls on the
way. In today's gospel passage we see a three stage procedure for dealing with

a community member who has done something wrong. The whole thrust of

the passage is that we should all work towards reconciliation and forgiveness rather
than punishment. The first stage is man- to- man approach-only between two to solve
the issue among themselves. This is the ideal situation, if it works out well. This is very
easy to say, but it is very difficult to do, because there are some people who do not have
the courage to talk man- to- man.

The second procedure is to take one or two witnesses along if man-to-man approach is
a failure. This step should be done in a prayerful manner. Never prompted by hate or
revenge, because our purpose is to bring him or her back to a peaceful situation.

The second part is about forgiveness, which is should be a part of fraternal correction.
To forgive the offender is very difficult, but if we forgive we become more beautiful
and much rewarded in the sight of God, because God loves the forgiving hearts. Itis a
fact that the unforgiving heart results into all sorts of illnesses such as high blood
pressure, ulcer, cancer, diabetes, depression and strokes etc. and leads to ill health in
general.

The third procedure is about prayer. If we see something wrong in a person, the first
thing that we do is we get angry with him or her. We share our bitterness with others
and all the unpleasant situations that happened between the two and create a very bad
scene which is very unchristian. The first person that we should inform is not the
person who committed the mistakes, but to God in prayer. We in fact very rarely do
this. If someone had hurt us, talk to God about that person. The most effective way of
correcting the offender is possible through our prayers. We should realize that it is not
our good words that change the hearts of others. It is not our beautiful words that make
people change their ways, but it is only the grace of God through our prayers that can
change people. Hence we pray for those people we want to correct and pray that our
minds and hearts be one in forgiveness.
