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Do You Realize Jesus’ Power?

From the very start of Christ's public ministry, His Messianic power began to be
manifested to those who saw and heard of Him. The Jews of His time were astonished
at His teaching and amazed at His power as He entered the Synagogue in Capernaum.
Jesus had come with the power from God to preach the good news. The Synagogue was
the obvious place to preach. The Law says that wherever there were ten Jewish
families, there must be a Synagogue, but there is only one Temple which is only in
Jerusalem.

What was lacking was that the Synagogue did not have a permanent preacher or a
teacher. When the people were gathered for the service, the ruler of the synagogue calls
on any competent person to read and preach the word of God. Jesus was called to
preach and explain the word of God. When He taught in the Synagogue, the whole
method and atmosphere of His teaching was a new revelation unlike the Scribes, the
experts of the Law who insisted the people to follow, but they didn't practice.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus is presented as a powerful preacher, teacher, miracle worker
and a man of prayer. As a preacher He preached with conviction, with authority; as a
healer He healed people suffering from various sicknesses. The very life of Jesus itself
was a teaching. He taught the people the Love of God from His heart as He was close to
His Father. Hence, He taught with absolute conviction and authority because He knew
that His message was in accordance with the mind of God.

It is in this context Jesus performed His miracle of exorcism. Today's Gospel says that
there was in the Synagogue a man possessed by an unclean spirit. This evil spirit
quickly recognized Jesus having the power to expel demons, and he knew exactly who
Jesus was--the Holy One of God--and cried out saying, "why did you come to destroy
us?” The first miracle Jesus performed was the miracle of exorcism; and this is a sign
the kingdom of devil becomes powerless in the presence of Jesus, and the Kingdom of
God becomes powerful and active.

As the people saw the wonder of Jesus' power over the unclean spirit, they were filled
with awe and wonder; and they were astonished and amazed at His power and
authority. Because of the wonder they witnessed, they wanted to make Him a King, but
He escaped from the crowd. But He said not to honor Him, but the honor and glory are
to be rendered to His Father alone.

Finally, we also are possessed of evils such as fear of life, fear of death, anger,
violence, selfishness, resentment, hostility, indifferentism, negativism, etc., might
prevent us and others from enjoying the healthy life. Such evil elements are to be
driven out. For this we need to pray to Jesus that we may be healed from all these.
